Your workload
It is expected that you will study for 37.5 hours per week, including a minimum of 8
hours per week in structured direct learning, some hours in an applied workplace or
learning environment and up to 27 hours per week in self-directed study.

Entry requirements

The minimum academic entry criteria is NCEA Level 2 including 10 UE literacy
credits; however it is preferred that applicants have achieved NCEA Level 3. 
Students older than 20 years of age must have equivalent life/work experience
or an equivalent qualification to the above. 
International students will be individually assessed to ensure they meet the
entry requirements.

If English is not your first language, you must provide:

New Zealand University Entrance OR
Overall Academic IELTS 5.5 with no individual band score lower than 5.0
(achieved in one test completed in the last two years), OR
Acceptable alternative evidence of the required IELTS (see here for NZQA
proficiency table and here for list of recognised proficiency tests).
